POLICY STATEMENT

BEAR HOLLOW PARK  RULES & REGULATIONS

PURPOSE:

The Bear Hollow Park area and recreational amenities are an important part of Bear Hollow Village.  They must be used in a responsible and safe manner at all times by the owners, their guests, nightly and/or longer term renters.  This Policy Statement will outline the guidelines established for the utilization of this area to ensure the Park continues to be a place of comfort and enjoyment for the residents and visitors to Bear Hollow Village & the Park area for many years to come.

AUTHORITY:

In accordance with Article 3.3a of the Second Amended Restated and Confirmatory Declaration of Protective Covenants, Conditions, and Restrictions for Bear Hollow Village (CCR’s), as amended, the Board of Trustees for the Homeowners Association is empowered to promulgate Rules & Regulations for the use of the community common areas and amenities.
DEFINITIONS:

Bear Hollow Park – encompasses the golf putting green area, the mini soccer field area, the half court basketball court area, the open lawn area, the barbecue patio area and all landscaping and other features associated with the area.

Owner – as used in this Policy, the term Owner includes all property owners / members of the

Bear Hollow Village Homeowner’s Association (BHVHOA) and all Owners in the Lodges at Bear Hollow and the Ridge Condominium building (not members of the BHVHOA).

Agreement and Acceptance of Policy regarding Bear Hollow Park Rules & Regulations – an Owner, guest or renter utilizing any part of the Park area is deemed to indicate their acceptance and adherence to the Policy, Rules & Regulations for the area as posted.
GENERAL RULES & REGULATIONS
The Homeowner’s Association and the Board of Trustees encourage the use and enjoyment of the Bear Hollow Park area.  Owners are permitted to bring guests into the Park.  All persons utilizing the Park are expected to exhibit good manners and considerations for others at all times.

1.  Hours of Operation.  Park area hours of operation will be determined by the Board of Trustees and generally be from dawn to dusk daylight hours.  Hours of operation are subject to change from time to time as circumstances may dictate.

2.  All persons utilizing the Bear Hollow Park area must adhere to any / all posted Notices or temporary changes to normal operating hours and procedures that are deemed necessary.  All persons utilizing the Bear Hollow Park area must adhere to all verbal directions / requests / orders conveyed to them by a Homeowner’s Association Trustee or their designee. 

 All persons using any of the Park amenities do so at their own risk.
3.  Individuals under the influence of alcohol or other impairing substance are prohibited from using the Park area and amenities.

4.  No loud music, noise or offensive actions which inhibit the enjoyment of the area by others, or which endanger the safety of anyone in the Park area will be tolerated at any time.

5.  No pets of any kind are allowed on the basketball court area, the soccer field or the golf putting green areas at any time.   This Rule does not apply to a trained service animal working

with their owner / handler.

6.  No bicycles, rollerblading, ski’s, snowboards, skateboards, scooters or wheeled riding toys of any kind are permitted on the soccer field or golf putting green areas.
7.  No vehicles, campers, trailers, motor homes, all terrain vehicles, snowmobiles, motorcycles, scooters of any kind are permitted anywhere in Bear Hollow Park.

8.  The golf putting green area and the sand trap area are for golfer’s use only – they are not intended for any other use.
9.  All furnishings, equipment, fixtures and other contents of the Park are the property of the Bear Hollow Village Homeowner’s Association and cannot be removed from the area. 

10.  No littering. All trash must be placed in a trash container.  Persons using any part of the Park area are expected to clean up after their use as necessary.
11.  Any person who is injured in any way while on the Park premises must promptly notify the Homeowners Association of the nature of their injury and the circumstances surrounding the injury as soon as possible after the injury occurs.

ENFORCEMENT

The use of the Bear Hollow Park area by Owners, their guests or renters, is a privilege extended to these individuals by the Bear Hollow Village Homeowners Association for the benefit of the Owners, their guests or renters.  Violation of the Park Rules & Regulations

will result in an appropriate and immediate enforcement action by the Board of Trustees.

Unit Owners in Bear Hollow Village are completely responsible for the actions of themselves, their family members, guests and renters utilizing the Bear Hollow Park areas/amenities.  Enforcement actions by the Board of Trustees will be against the responsible OWNER.
The Board of Trustees are empowered and authorized by the CCR’s  to assess fines, suspend  Owner privileges, or take any other action deemed appropriate, in their sole discretion, for violations of the Bear Hollow Park Rules & Regulations.  

Fines, suspensions or other enforcement actions by the Board of Trustees will be commensurate with the type, severity and / or frequency of the violation cited.

The monetary costs of damages or loss of any Park property, fixtures or facilities will be billed to the Unit Owners dues account associated with the person causing the damages.  All such monetary costs billed to a Unit Owner will be considered payable in full immediately upon their posting to the Unit Owners dues account.

Any person who refuses to leave the Park area when asked to do so by a Homeowner’s Association Trustee, or their designee, will be charged with the criminal offense of TRESPASSING, in accordance with Utah Code 76-6-206, and prosecuted to the fullest extent of the law.

This Policy is effective commencing December 1, 2015
